Please note that all communication to the NOHA office MUST go through your association.  Please do not contact the NOHA office on your own.  Contact your Convenor and if they cannot answer your question, they will contact the appropriate Board member who will contact the NOHA office on your behalf.

TEAM PLANNING
(Note - go to the Canadian Hockey Association website (www.HockeyCanada.ca) click Minor Hockey – click on the box for Programs  – click on Manager’s Manual – provides you all kinds of resources including the Manager’s Manual with Appendices – Player Medical Form / Budget Instructions/ Budget Sheets / Meeting suggestions, etc.)
A successful season begins with planning and preparation.  This preparation starts as soon as you are assigned a team.  As well as reading your local Association’s Guidelines and/ or Constitution, you should be preparing a tentative plan that includes the following:

· tournament participation – to avoid disappointment, do not schedule November tournaments 
· practice times

· fundraising

· bank account and signing authorities

· budget – please note parents are to be given monthly financial reports. A final financial report must be provided to parents and Convenors at the end of the season
· player and parent commitment to the team

· parent obligation to work fundraising activities – please note that no coaching staff members are responsible to pay for players practice ice or tournaments
· team philosophy 

As a team, you should become familiar with special league/association rules governing re-scheduling of games, weather cancellations, league contacts, reporting of game results, tournaments (out of town) and local tournament commitments.  

Please direct your parents to Hockey Canada Minor Hockey Toolbox for Parents located on the NOHA website – under Parent’s Program.  Also parents should visit the VEMHA website to download the Safety Requires Teamwork & Safety for All manual in the News |Forms section.
PARENT MEETING

(SEE FORM SECTION FOR – NOHA Parent Pledge / CHA – Conducting the First Parent Meeting)

A parent meeting should be held shortly after team selection.  An agenda should be given to all attending the meeting and minutes taken.  The parent meeting should “spell out” all items listed under “Team Planning”.  A copy of the Northern Ontario Hockey Association Parent Pledge is enclosed in this package.  You may wish to give this to the parents to read, sign, and return to the Team Manager.

FUNDRAISING / CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE
(See NOHA website ( downloadable forms for Special Events & Fundraising Insurance Certificate Request)
Fundraising may be a major source of income for your team and ideas should be well thought out in advance. Also, be prepared to “spell out” your fundraising plans and expectations to the parents of the players on your team. All fundraising events must be reported to your Convenor.  Please remember to take into account the age and capabilities of the players involved. Some fundraising ventures will require an approved “Special Events & Fundraising Insurance Certificate”.  Ensure that the form is completed in full and sent to the NOHA office a minimum of two (2) weeks prior to the event.

Any teams planning to host an event outside of scheduled games or practices, i.e. selling of raffle tickets, dry land training, etc, again must complete the “Special Event & Fundraising Insurance Certificate Form” and forward it to the NOHA office at least two (2) weeks prior to the event.  The request will then be forwarded to the OHF Office who in turn will deal with the insurance company.  Once approval or non-approval is received at the NOHA office, it will be forwarded to the team or association.  

Again, please contact your Convenor to inform them of your fundraising and/or off-ice event(s). 
Please note that parent-child games are not covered under the HC Insurance Program.

PLAYER INFORMATION

(See Hockey Canada Website – Minor Hockey (Programs ( Manager’s Manual (Appendices (14.  Player Medical Form for – HC Player Medical Information Sheet)
A team binder should be kept with the following information:

· medical history (see above)
This binder should be available at all times.  The medical information will be required by the attending Physician should the player need medical attention at a hospital.  The information on the medical form will also assist in the completion of the “Injury Report Form”.  Remember, parents are not always in attendance at all practices or games or may not have the medical information on hand required for an emergency trip to the hospital.

Please note –  

“In order to comply with the Personal Health Information Protection Act, 2004 (PHIPA) and to avoid having any person contravene a provision of this Act or its regulations, it is the position of the HDCO/HTCP trainers committee that all respective team trainer personnel in the province of Ontario “do not” request, record, keep on file, or have in their possession any Ontario Health Card numbers.”

See the appendix section – pages 25 for full description of the HTCP Advisory:  Collection/Recording of Ontario Health Card Numbers (June 17, 2011).
BUDGET | TEAM ACCOUNTS
A proposed budget should be prepared and distributed at the parent meeting.  You should also be aware of city and provincial licensing requirements for lotteries, 50/50 draws, etc, should you intend to use these as fundraising activities.   Each team should be aware of who is responsible for expenses such as tournament permits, replacement of lost cards, tournament entry fees, etc.  Parents are to be given a monthly financial statement by the first of each month. Again, please note that a final financial statement must be given to parents and Convenors at the end of the season.  Go to the VEMHA website to download the VEMHA Financial Report for Teams. This is our standardized form that is to be used by all teams.
Please note that all bank accounts should be set up as Team Accounts so that all parents can see transactions upon request.  Using a personal account will only bring confusion.  Also, it is advised that signing authority not be shared by two family members.
TRAVEL PLANS

Your travel plans should include all exhibition and league games, as well as tournaments you have or will be entering.  Convenors must be advised of your tournament plans.  Don’t forget to request a tournament permit from the NOHA office well in advance of the tournament.  If traveling out of province or to the USA, teams should be looking into additional insurance coverage such as Blue Cross.

EXHIBITION GAMES
(See VEMHA website ( forms (for a Word format version of the Request to Participate in Exhibition Game)
All teams competing in Exhibition games must first obtain approval from their NOHA Council Director – Claudette Myre - 589-2106 – a minimum of 48 hours in advance of the scheduled game time.  
All approved exhibition game requests are forwarded by the NOHA Council Director to Pete Fortin (RIC) advising that it is ok to assign officials; he will then forward the approved exhibition game requests to the appropriate association official’s assigner.

The team requesting the game will also need to contact the Referee-in-Chief – DAN DRAPER – 897-4960 – to arrange for officials and the Timekeeper Coordinator – Kristyn Pascal – 929-0599 – for a Timekeeper a minimum of 48 hours in advance of the scheduled game.  
If the above is not followed – PARTICIPANTS CARRY NO CHA INSURANCE DURING THESE GAMES.  A COPY OF THE GAME SHEET IS TO BE FORWARDED TO YOUR NOHA COUNCIL DIRECTOR FOLLOWING THE GAME.  If you have any players under suspension, exhibition games will count towards their suspensions – ONLY IF THE EXHIBITION GAMES WERE SCHEDULED AND APPROVED BY THE NOHA COUNCIL DIRECTOR BEFORE THE SUSPENSION WAS RECEIVED.

NOTE:  Parents, friends and coaching staff ARE NOT to be in the Timekeeper’s Booth while the game is in progress.  

NOTE:  Exhibition games are your financial responsibility.  All monies must be paid before the start of the game to the Timekeeper who, in turn, will pay the Officials.  

OFFICIAL GAME REPORT (GAME SHEETS)

Managers and/or Coaches are responsible for the information provided on the game sheets.  All affiliated players must be identified by the letters “AP” next to their name.
Each team should be checking with their Convenor as to the disbursement of game sheets.  If there is a league/association statistician, please be aware as to who’s responsibility it is to forward the results of each game.

As per R.8.5 of the NOHA Constitution, please note that each team is responsible for monitoring and recording any suspensions received.  Managers/Coaches are also responsible for obtaining a copy of the game sheet and checking for suspensions received during the game.
AFFILIATION – CALL UPS
(See NOHA website ( downloadable forms for NOHA Player Affiliation Record - August 3, 2010)

VEMHA has signed a Club System Affiliation Declaration allowing for players to be called up from a lower age division.  See the appendix section – pages 22-24 for NOHA Regulation Number Seven – Affiliation (May 2011).   You will be provided the signed Club System Affiliation Declaration from your Convenor.  The NOHA Player Affiliation Record is to be signed by the Game Official and must be accompanied by the Club System Affiliation Declaration.
Please note all Coaches must go through their Convenor for any call ups.  The Convenor will contact the lower age division Convenor and between the two Convenors a player will be named to play up.  Also note this player must also be okayed by the player’s coach before they are allowed to play.  At NO TIME should any Coach contact a player first hand for call ups.

TOURNAMENTS

(See NOHA website ( downloadable forms for Team Tournament Permit Request)

Teams should be aware of their association’s requirements for notification of tournament plans for the season.  Teams must submit a “Team Tournament Permit Request Form” (completed in full) to the NOHA office.  Trip Permits must be submitted to the NOHA office two weeks in advance of the tournament that you will be attending.  Permits must be MAILED – NOT FAXED – with the $11.30 payment enclosed.  I would suggest that you decide on the tournaments early and send for the Trip Permits all at the same time.  At the NOHA AGM in May of 2007, a motion was passed stating that requests received after the two week deadline MAY BE SUBJECT TO AN ADDITIONAL CHARGE OF $25.00.  You need a permit to participate in all tournaments, including those in your home association.  NOHA WILL NOT FAX PERMITS. Once the form is received with applicable payment and the team’s processed cards are in the NOHA office, the “Team Tournament Permission” will be forwarded to the association.  
When attending tournaments, teams should expect to arrive at the arena a minimum of one hour before their first scheduled game time in order to register and ensure everything is in order.  If they do not already have them, they should also be given the rules and regulations of the tournament.
Teams participating in unsanctioned tournaments do so at their own risk.  The HC insurance for participants is null and void.

VEMHA Tournament Information:

Go to the VEMHA website at www.vemha.ca to obtain the registration forms and the tournament rules.  Please note - NOHA Tournament Sanctions are required to register.  The Tournament Chairperson is Brian Berdusco. You can contact him via berdusco@eastlink.ca.
Peewee / Bantam / Midget = December 2nd – 4th, 2011
Cost = $795 – cheques payable to VEMHA.  Cheques must be enclosed with the application – do not e-mail the application and mail the cheque separately.  Hockey Canada Registry Team Rosters must be forwarded along with the application.

· Monday, November 21st – deadline for the VEMHA December Tournament Application

Tykes / Novice and Atom Tournament = February 10th to 12th, 2012
Cost = Tykes ONLY $700 / Novice and Atom = $795 – cheques payable to VEMHA.  Cheques must be enclosed with the application – do not e-mail the application and mail the cheque separately.  Please note that all VEMHA Tyke, Novice and Atom teams have pre-paid their tournament fees at time of registration; however, each team must complete the registration form and forward their team’s Hockey Canada Registry Team Roster.
· Monday, January 30th – deadline for the VEMHA February Tournament Application
VEMHA Spot Light Final Games:
The VEMHA Spot Light Final Games will be held Friday, March 30th, Saturday, March 31st and Sunday, April 1st, 2011.  This year we will be donating our 50/50 proceeds to the Valley East Good Neighbour’s Food Bank
INSURANCE AND INJURY REPORTING

(See NOHA website ( downloadable forms for Injury Report and OHF Insurance Guide)

The “Hockey Canada Injury Report” form is included in this package.  This form must be completed in full or it will be returned, therefore, delaying the processing of any claims.  The front page of this form should be completed if a team is just reporting an injury and there could be complications in the future.  If the player was seen by a Physician or Dentist and a claim is being made, then the back of the page must be completed.

If any costs were incurred, these should be submitted to your health care provider at the same time as submitting the injury report form to the NOHA.  Once you receive a reply and/or reimbursement from your health care provider, if there is an outstanding amount, please forward the letter (original) to the NOHA for submission to Hockey Canada.

The box entitled “Health Insurance Information” must be completed in full and all questions answered or the form will be returned.  Please note that the majority of players registered with the NOHA are of minor age and therefore, full-time students.  This would make the players the responsibility of their parents and their health care coverage.

It should also be noted that Hockey Canada will reimburse claimants for the cost of an ambulance ride and the completion of the Injury Report Form.  You must submit a completed Injury Report Form along with the original of the receipt to the NOHA for reimbursement.

Teams who are traveling out of province should be purchasing additional coverage, such as Blue Cross, as the HC Insurance program reimburses in Canadian dollars.  Therefore, if an ambulance ride in Ontario is $50.00 but $300.00 in the USA, you will be reimbursed only $50.00.  It should also be noted that expenses incurred while traveling out of province or out of country must be first claimed through OHIP.  Then claims should be sent to Blue Cross or claimants health care provider and then to Hockey Canada (through NOHA).  The appropriate form may be obtained from www.gov.on.ca.

All Accident Report must be given to your Convenor and need to be sent to NOHA by Lynda Flintoff within two weeks of any accident – however – small you might think it is.  We are on a timeline to get these to the NOHA office for insurance purposes.  Extra accident reports will be left at both arenas. 

Please read the attached memo from the OHF regarding travel insurance – see form section.  Please note, that traveling companions are NOT COVERED by Hockey Canada Insurance at any time.  It is highly recommended that teams traveling outside of the province obtain additional insurance. Hockey Canada, Ministry of Health or your Health Care Provider always require original receipts so keep copies of everything submitted.

INJURED PLAYERS ON THE BENCH:

The NOHA has received many calls about injured players being on the bench during hockey games.

Please be advised of the following Hockey Canada Playing Rule 9 (c):

“Only players in uniform and a maximum of five team officials shall be permitted to occupy the player’s bench.  These individuals shall be registered and entered on the Official Game Report.  A maximum of five team officials may be recorded on the Official Game Report.”

CARDED STAFF / RISK MANAGEMENT
To be on the bench as a carded official of a team, you must be a minimum of 16 years of age and at least two years older than the team you are carded with.  Also, once again this season, there will be no carding as a stick boy.  All Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Trainers and Managers must be certified to go behind the bench or on the ice and be registered on a HC Staff Registration Certificate.

HC/OHF/NOHA regulations require all Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Trainers and Managers complete the HC Speak Out seminar.  
POLICE CHECKS
5.7 Criminal Record Check

All coaches, assistant coaches, trainers, managers and anyone else determined by the Risk Assessment Tool (Appendix B) will be subject to Criminal Record Checks:

5.7.1 No check submitted may be older than four (4) months.

5.7.2 Checks of a person’s service are required for the first year in a position that mandates one and every four years thereafter. 

5.7.3 Previous offences that may exclude a person’s application for a position within the NOHA and its Member Associations include, but are not limited to, offences against persons, offences involving property or offences related to substance abuse. 
The biggest change to the NOHA Speak Out Policies and Procedures this coming season is that all persons requiring a Criminal Record Check must now also include the Vulnerable Sector Screening and a search of the National Sex Offender Registry.

The policy now reads as follows:

“All individuals holding the title of coach, assistant coach, trainer, assistant trainer, manager, on-ice official and anyone else determined by the Risk Assessment Tool shall be subject to Criminal Record Checks, which include the Vulnerable Sector Screening and a search of the National Sex Offender Registry.

All persons who have a current Criminal Record Check on file do not have to do anything.  Once the Criminal Record Check expires, they will have to then provide a new Criminal Record Check as per the new policy.

Any new person within your Association will have to prove a Criminal Record Check as per the new policies.”
From NOHA Memo – June 10, 2011

JOB DESCRIPTIONS
Manager: The team Manager is an administrative function, which may include scheduling practices, budgeting and completing the player’s cards, among other duties. As the position is an administrative one, the Manager should not be on the ice. A team may have a maximum of two Managers, both of whom require Speak Out.
Trainer: The Trainer is responsible for the safety and well-being of the players. Some of the Trainer’s duties include implementing a Risk Management program for the team, maintaining the players’ medical information and dealing with injuries. The Trainer should only be on the ice to treat an injury. A Trainer must have a valid Hockey Trainers Certification card and Speak Out, while a team may have as many Trainers as they would like.
Coach and Assistant Coach: The role of the Coach and Assistant Coach is to lead the team, both in games and in practice. The Coach and Assistant Coach provide instruction to the players on and off the ice. All Coaches have either Initiation or Development 1 certification depending on the age group they are coaching, as well as Speak Out. 

One of the more common questions received at the NOHA Office is, “Can I go on the ice for practice if I have only Speak Out?” Based on the job descriptions above, only the Head Coach and Assistant Coaches should be on the ice. A volunteer with Speak Out has only the appropriate certification to be a Manager, which is an administrative position as mentioned previously.

With that being said, if assistance is required during practice to set up pylons or to push pucks, a team staff member may be on the ice to perform these tasks but they CANNOT provide instruction to the players (i.e. demonstrate a drill) as they are not insured to “coach”. The NOHA does have the following certification requirements in place for people within the NOHA to act as Team Staff members within our Organization.
Certification Requirements:

Tykes & Novice H/L = 

· Coaches and Asst. Coaches need Speak Out and Initiation Certification

· Trainers require valid Trainer’s Certification (3 year term) & Speak Out Certification

· Managers (maximum 2 per team) require Speak Out Certification
· Each team must have at least one certified coach and at least one certified trainer
Atom, Peewee, Bantam, Midget and Juvenile H/L =

· Coaches and Asst. Coaches need Speak Out and Coach Level or Development 1 Certification

· Trainers require valid Trainer’s Certification (3 year term) & Speak Out Certification

· Managers (maximum 2 per team) require Speak Out Certification
· Each team must have at least one certified coach and at least one certified trainer
CLINICS

SEE PAGE 16 – IMPORTANT DATES FOR UPCOMING CLINICS. Please remember if you cannot get into our local VEMHA clinics please go to the next available one that is occurring in Sudbury. All clinics are listed on the NOHA website and all sign up and payment is to be done on line as well. If you have any issues or do not have computer access to the website, please call the NOHA office at 705-474-8851 and ask for Jason, he will be glad to assist you!
SPECIALTY INSTRUCTORS - INSURANCE
The NOHA recognizes that there are some people who have expertise in specialty areas such as Goaltending and Power Skating. The NOHA encourages Associations and Teams to use these people but these instructors must meet our certification requirements in order for them to register on the Hockey Canada Registry (HCR) to be covered by Hockey Canada Insurance. They are on the ice instructing and by definition (below) they are coaching. If they do not wish to obtain the certification required by the NOHA and wish to use their own insurance, the decision is left to the Association and Team as to whether or not they wish to participate without Hockey Canada insurance. The players and parents must be informed as to what insurance coverage they have in order for them to make an informed decision.

The NOHA does not recognize the position of “Other” on the Hockey Canada Registry. The NOHA policy states that all people dealing with our membership will possess the proper certification to help ensure the safety and well being of our participants.
VIDEO RECORDERS – CELL PHONES
The NOHA has banned the use of video recorders, including cell phones and other electronic devices with video capabilities (still and motion) from the bench area and dressing room at all NOHA sanctioned events.

MOUTHGUARDS
Refer to Regulation R.1.26

A motion was passed at the NOHA AGM in May, 2004, making it mandatory for all players registered with the NOHA to wear a mouthguard while participating in all on-ice activities.

Specifications:  Be of any colour, not be clear or translucent in colour; be of one-piece (1) construction; be easily sized by the participant or participant’s parent; be of an even thickness from the front to the back of the device; engage the teeth of the upper jaw and the lower jaw; maintain alignment of the upper and lower jaw in a neutral position; be able to be attached externally to the face mask or shield; it is attached to the participant’s helmet or be form fitted; that it’s custom fitted to the teeth and in addition for all hockey in non-contact play will provide not less than one (1) millimeter of shock absorbent thickness between the teeth of the upper and lower jaw and for a player in contact play will provide not less than two (2) millimeters of shock absorbent thickness between the teeth of the upper and lower jaw. 

Should it be deemed by a professional that the player cannot wear the above-said device – contact Lynda Flintoff at 897-6444 for the special instructions.

ON-ICE TEAM OFFICIALS TO WEAR HELMETS STARTING WITH THE 2008-2009 SEASON:

The OHF passed the following motion on February 16, 2008:

“All Minor Hockey team officials, volunteers and NCCP Instructors are required to wear CSA approved helmets during all on-ice activities.  Trainers or any other team officials who enter the ice surface for the purpose of attending an injured player are exempt from this rule.  Any person found to be in violation of this rule will receive a warning for a first offence, a two week suspension for a second offence, and a one year suspension for a third offense.”
What does this mean?
As a registered Team Staff member who goes on the ice during practices, you must wear a CSA approved helmet during these on-ice activities.  This helmet must be worn properly as per Hockey Canada Playing Rules.
BIRTH CERTIFICATES | MINOR HOCKEY PLAYER TRANSFER FORM – RESIDENTIAL MOVE:
Please note the following:

1. First time players require a copy of their birth certificate attached to the player card.

2. If a player has moved within the association – YES – if they moved across the street – they require a Minor Hockey Player Transfer Form - Residential Move form to be completed. 

3. If a player has moved from another association – they require a Minor Hockey Player Transfer Form - Residential Move form to be completed and all six supporting documents to be attached to their player card.
CHANGES TO GOALTENDING EQUIPMENT:
In response to feedback at the minor hockey association and membership levels, the Hockey Canada Board of Directors and the member Branches approved a one-year delay in the implementation of new goaltender equipment rules, which took effect in the 2009-10 season.
Effective for the 2009 – 2010 Season

Goaltender's Equipment:
(a) With the exception of skates and stick, all equipment worn by the goaltender must be constructed solely for the purpose of protection of the head or body, and must not include any garment or contrivance which would give the goaltender undue assistance in keeping goal. Abdominal aprons extending down the thighs on the outside of the pants are prohibited.

Note 1: Protective padding attached to the back of, or forming part of the goaltender’s blocker glove, shall not exceed 20.3 cm (8 in.) in width nor 38.1 cm (15 in.) in length. Any measurement exceeding 20.3 cm (8 in.) measured anywhere across the full length of the wrist area, or more than 38.1 cm (15 in.) anywhere on the length constitutes an illegal blocker glove.

Note 2: The base of the goaltender’s catching glove shall be restricted to a maximum of 20.32 cm (8 in.) in width, which is to include any attachments added to that glove. The distance from the heel of the glove along the pocket and following the contour of the glove to the top of the "T" trap must not exceed 46 cm (18 in.) The heel is considered to be the point at which the straight vertical line of the cuff meets the glove. Any measurement exceeding 20.32 cm (8 in.) measured anywhere across the full length of the wrist area. The maximum circumference of the legal goaltenders catching glove cannot exceed 114.3 cm (45 in.) The lacing or webbing or other material joining the thumb and index finger of a goaltender’s glove, or any cage, pocket or pouch created by this material, must not exceed the minimum amount of material necessary to fill the gap between the thumb and the index finger when they are fully extended and spread. Any other pocket, pouch or contrivance added to the glove by a manufacturer or otherwise is not acceptable and makes the glove illegal.

Note 3: The binding and/or stitching at the edges of both goaltender’s gloves shall not be included in the measurement of either the length or width.

Note 4: When a request for a measurement of a goaltender’s glove has been made the team shall state the glove that is to be measured and whether the length or width of the glove is in

question.

(b) Goaltender’s pads shall not exceed 27.94 cm (11 in.) in width and 96.52 cm (38 in.) in length as measured on the goaltender and shall not be altered in any way. The minimum length of the boot of the pad is to be no less than 17.78 cm (7 in.). The boot is the bottom of the pad that sits over the top of the skate. The boot channel of the goalkeeper pad must be flat or concave in appearance.

Note: Puck foil (a plastic piece attached to the bottom of goaltender’s pads designed to stop the puck) is considered to be illegal equipment.

(c) A Minor penalty shall be assessed a goaltender guilty of using or wearing illegal equipment.
(d) A goaltender shall remove her face protector for purpose of identification, if so asked by the Referee. A goaltender who refuses this request shall be assessed a Gross Misconduct penalty.

Chest and Arm Pads

1. No raised ridges are allowed on the front edges or sides of the chest pad, the inside or outside of the arms, or across the shoulders.

2. Layering at the elbow is permitted to add protection but not to add stopping area. This layering, both across the front and down the sides to protect the point of the elbow shall not exceed 17.78 cm (7 in.).

3. Shoulder Cap Protectors must follow the contour of the shoulder cap without becoming a projection/extension beyond or above the shoulder or shoulder cap.

This contoured padding must not be more than 2.54 cm (1 in.) in thickness beyond the top ridge of the shoulder and shoulder cap.

4. On each side, the Shoulder Clavicle Protectors are not to exceed 17.78 cm (7 in.) in width. Their maximum thickness is to be 2.54 cm (1 in.) This protection is not to extend or project above or beyond the shoulder or shoulder cap nor extend beyond the armpit. No insert is allowed between the Shoulder Clavicle Protector and the chest pad that would elevate the Shoulder Clavicle Protector.

5. If the shoulder and/or shoulder cap protection is pushed above the contour of the shoulder when the goalkeeper assumes the normal crouch position, the chest pad will be considered illegal.

APPENDIX

NOHA REGULATION NUMBER SEVEN – as of MAY 2011

AFFILIATION

Purpose: To provide an opportunity for higher division or category teams to dress the maximum

number of players allowable for a game in accordance with the Playing Rules.
R.7.1. Affiliation regulations and procedures shall be in accordance with the provisions in HC Regulation E.
R.7.2. Affiliation options are as indicated below for each category. Each Association/Club must declare its affiliation option no later than October 15th of the playing season. Such declaration shall be completed by the official signing officers in writing and forwarded to the NOHA Office and available to the OHF upon request. The NOHA Affiliation Declaration form must be used.

R.7.3. Geographic subdivisions, for the purpose of this Regulation, shall be determined by the NOHA Board of Directors.

R.7.4. Teams must have a NOHA Player Affiliation Record form duly completed and signed by the Referee for each game this player participates in. Teams must also have a copy of the teams approved Affiliation Declaration.

R.7.5. A player of a team of a lower division and the same or lower category of the same club, or of an affiliated team, or a specially affiliated player, may play for a team or teams of higher divisions and categories at any time, but if he plays more than five (5) league and/or playoff games after January 10th with a team or teams in any higher divisions or categories, he shall not be allowed to compete any further in the division or category for which he is registered in the same season. Should a player play more than five (5) games with a team or teams in still higher divisions and categories, than he shall accordingly disqualify himself from playing any further in lower divisions and categories. Exhibition and/or tournament games, which are not part of regular league games or playoff games, are excluded from the number of games.

NOTE: Teams using affiliated players are not responsible for the information on the affiliated players’ HCR record if the team using an affiliated player and the player has been approved electronically on the HCR. If for any reason a player is found to be ineligible after being approved and registered by the NOHA, the team the player is registered with will be held responsible. If a team uses this player as an affiliate player, this team cannot be held responsible and points cannot be taken away from them for using this player while he was on an approved HCR roster. The player will remain with the team on which he played the sixth game. Also, this player will always be designated as an affiliated player “AP” for the balance of the season.

NOTE: The NOHA Tournament of Champions are considered play-offs and therefore count towards the six (6) game total.

R.7.6. Appearance of a registered player’s name on the official game report of a game shall be considered participation in the game except in the case of an alternate goalkeeper, in which case actual participation only shall be considered as taking part in the game, and such participation shall be specially noted on the official game report.

R.7.7. A player who is granted an appeal to register in Minor Hockey in a Branch other than their home Branch or country, is ineligible to advance to a team of a higher division or category as an affiliate player.

R.7.8. Affiliated players used by a higher division/category team in a game, shall be designated on the official game report by the use of the symbol “AP” after their name on the players line-up or roster.

R.7.9. In any team affiliation, the player must have permission from the coach or manager of the team they are registered with before the affiliated player can participate in any game or practice. Failure to receive permission may result in the suspension of the Coach.

R.7.10. An NOHA Senior A team may neither have a Major Junior team as an affiliate nor use players from a club team in the Major Junior category. A Junior A team located in the NOHA area may have an affiliated Junior team situated only within the NOHA area. 
R.7.11. A Junior A team within the NOHA area may affiliate with a Junior B team situated anywhere within the NOHA.

R.7.12. Players from a lower category affiliated team advancing to the higher category team are not required to electronically register in the HCR with the team of the higher category but remain members of the lower category team. Such players are not numbered among the higher category team’s list of registered players. (paragraph also listed under R.4.38).

R.7.13. Teams have the following affiliation options:

Club System - HC Regulation E.9(c) shall govern this affiliation. The determining factor for Club Affiliation shall be common signing officers for the purpose of registration and releases.

Within a Club System, affiliate players must be:

A) from a lower age division and the same or lower category, or;

B) from the same age division and a lower category.

Players and teams that are part of a declared Club System shall not be eligible to affiliate to another team through a Team-to-Team affiliation or Specially Affiliated Player list.

The NOHA Affiliation Declaration Form must be used to file this type of affiliation.

Team-to-Team Affiliation - This affiliation shall be governed by HC Regulation E9(a).

The affiliate team must be a team:

from within the same geographic subdivision as the team to whom they are;

A) affiliating, and

B) from a lower age division and the same or lower category, or;

C) from the same age division and a lower category.

Players on a team-to-team affiliation are ineligible to play as an affiliate player on any other team either through a Specially Affiliated Player List or a Club System.

The NOHA Affiliation Declaration Form must be used to file this type of affiliation.

Specially Affiliated Players (19 at Large) - HC Regulation E.9(b) shall govern this

affiliation.

Players eligible to be part of a Specially Affiliated Players list must:

A) reside within the same geographic subdivision as the team to whom they are

affiliating, and,

B) be from a lower age division and the same or lower category; or,

C) be from the same age division and a lower category.

Specially Affiliated Players may not be selected to participate as an affiliate player to another minor hockey association/club that has declared either a Team-to-Team Affiliation or Club System affiliation for the current season. These players may not be on more than one Specially Affiliated Player List.

The final list of players must be forwarded to the NOHA office by January 15th or earlier of the playing season. The Affiliation at Large List must be completed in full with written consent (signing officers) from both teams involved in the affiliation. All players used as Specially Affiliated Players must be listed on the NOHA Affiliation at Large List and approved by the NOHA Executive Director before competing as an affiliated player. Once listed as a Specially Affiliated Player, a player may not be dropped from the list

during the current season and replaced unless the team with which he signed his CHA Registration Certificate releases him on or before January 10th. The NOHA Affiliation at Large List must be used to register this type of affiliation.

A minor hockey team may have, as part of its Specially Affiliated Players, a player registered with a team in the Ontario Women’s Hockey Association (OWHA), provided that the player meets the residence, age requirements and other Regulations regardless of where the player plays in the OWHA program.

R.7.14. Midget AAA teams may affiliate with 19 players at Large. These players may come from the District that is host to this team and any abutting district that does not have a Midget AAA team. Teams have until January 15th to declare a total of 19 players or less.

R.7.15 If a player is released by his/her residence association (AA or below) and there is a AAA team in their District which they are eligible to play for and then registers with another association (AA or below) in another District, he/she is not eligible to affiliate with the AAA team in that District or any other District without written approval from their Home District AAA team.

RE: HTCP Advisory: Collection/Recording of Ontario Health Card Numbers

Please be advised that in order to comply with the Personal Health Information Protection Act, 2004 (PHIPA) and to avoid having any person contravene a provision of this Act or its regulations, it is the position of the HDCO/HTCP trainers committee that all respective team trainer personnel in the province of Ontario “do not” request, record, keep on file, or have in their possession any Ontario Health Card numbers.

The Personal Health Information Protection of Privacy Act, 2004 is Ontario’s health-specific privacy legislation and governs the manner in which personal health information may be collected, used and disclosed. The Act states that only “health information custodians or their agents” are able to collect this information. A health information custodian is defined as health care providers and organizations in the health care sector. Generally, third parties (individuals and institutions not directly involved in the delivery of provincially funded health care services) are forbidden to do so.

Please note that it is the responsibility of each member association to ensure that their respective personnel are apprised of the above this advisory. If you have any questions, please contact the HDCO at your earliest convenience.
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
